Goodwin:  Request for Dimensional Variance:
A motion was made by Commissioner Lucas Chesnut to grant a Dimensional Variance request to change the utility easement on the west side of the lot butting Lone Oak Drive on the south, Performance Learning Center on the east and property that is owned by Dennis Thomas and Tommy Calhoun housing the business of Gardner Home Furnishings on the west.  We grant the changing of the utility easement from 15’ to 10’ so that you will have room to build the building that is requested by your prospect.  This motion was seconded by Matt Ladd.
