Chairman, Bob Brame called the meeting to order.  

The minutes of the November 2009 meeting was presented.  Commissioner Matt Ladd motioned to accept minutes as read and seconded by Commissioner Mike Heffington. All approved, motion passed.

The financial report was presented for review.  Commissioner Howard Stovall motioned to accept the financials as reported and motion was seconded by Mike Heffington.  All 
approved, motion passed.

Sign Approval for Cadiz Gold Buyers:  
A motion was made by Commissioner Mike Heffington to move to accept Architectural Review Board submission of sign approval for Cadiz Gold Buyers sign which met all criteria and second by Commissioner Howard Stovall.  All approved, motion passed.

Letter of Credits by Ray Grasty:

Three new letters of credit extensions were presented to the commission from Ray Grasty, the letters of credits are extended to January 25, 2011. A motion was made by Commissioner Mike Heffington to accept the 3 letters of credit contingent that work is completed by September 1, 2010 and second by Commissioner Matt Ladd. Sediment Pond – Ray Grasty:
Recommendation from City Engineering – Frank Williams made to the Planning Commission board– that the sediment pond issue be resolved immediately in regards to Ray Grasty – White Dove Subdivision.  A motion was made by Commissioner Larry Kemp and second by Commissioner Howard Stovall that the sediment pond issue be resolved immediately before any new issuance of building permits will be issued. Rezoning Residential to Commercial Request (Bakery):
A motion was made by Commissioner Matt Ladd and second by Commissioner Howard Stovall to approved preliminary rezoning request of property in deed book 240, page 439 from residential to commercial status (B-2).  All approved, motion passed.

Melton Estates:
