The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Bob Brame.  
Bob Brame recognized Jodie PPool at new appointment from the city as our new commissioner.

A motion was made by Commissioner Howard Stovall and second by Commission Mike Heffington to approve minutes from the July meeting. All approved, motion passed.
A motion was made by Commissioner Tommy Dunn and second by Commissioner Matt Ladd to accept financials as presented. All approved, motion passed.
I.  Barbara l. Gray – Subdivision of Property:
Jacob Self engineering for Four Rivers Engineering firm presented a minor subdivision plat to the planning commission for review/approval. 6 tracts were sold:  ½ Lyon Co. and ½ Trigg County – which were lots 4,5,6,7.  A motion was made by Commissioner Mike Heffington and second by Commissioner Tommy Dunn to approve and accept plat as a minor subdivision. All approved, motion passed.

II.  Farm Land Interpretation:
Chairman Bob Brame presented a recommendation to the planning commission to contract with Tim Butler to provide the planning commission with detail explanation and determination from him based on court findings farm land use interpretation. It will then be our job as a planning commission to proceed with law suites per state regulation if necessary based on these findings, explanations, determinations.  A motion was made by Commissioner Larry Kemp and second by Commissioner Matt Ladd to approved hiring Tim Butler on a contract basis for this issue of farm land interpretaiton.  All approved, motion passed.
III.  Road Standards:
Chairman, Bob Brame discussed upgrading our road standards and forming a committee to help do this. Bob appointed Larry Kemp and Matt Ladd along with himself to meet within the next month to provide information to bring back to the planning commission for recommendation.  There is some information in place from back in January 2008 to start the dialogue.
IV.  Minor Subdivisions:
Chairman, Bob Brame recommended to the planning commission that our minor subdivision regulations be in line with the state regulations pertaining to number of lots.  Our says a minor subdivision is 5 or less lots and the states say 3 or less.  A major subdivision would be more than 3 lots per state regulations.  There was discussion on this recommendation and it was decided to table this discussion to next meeting.

Comments from Guest:
