· Bob Noel: Discussion of county land sale to construct new homes:
Mr. Noel presented to the commission that he had 117 acres of timber land on Riley Hollow Road in Cadiz, KY that he would like to develop to sell and build houses.  The plat to this site is not recorded at this time with court house.  He would be selling 1 acre lots or larger.  Mr. Noel said there would be 2 entrances and he would be constructing the roads to property.  Bob Brame – Chairman, state to Mr. Noel that the roads would have to comply with county specifications.  Mike Heffington made several comments to conclude that what Mr. Noel is proposing sounds like a subdivision and would have to be developed per our subdivision regulations for the county.
