A motion was made by Commissioner Kenneth Oakley and second by Commissioner Mike Heffington to accept financials for July 2013 as presented. All approved, motion passed.
·  Old Business:
· Updated training hour report for both commissioners and board of adjustment members were presented. Commissioners are in compliance, there are some issues for Board of Adjustment not in compliance.
· Comprehensive Plan:

Chairman, Bob Brame discussed further where we were at in regards to the comprehensive plan. Bob stated we were proceeding with plan to better Trigg County and this plan would be a road map to our future. Bob stated that any expenses for this process would be reimbursed to the planning commission from the county.  Bob has been working with PADD for the mapping, discussions with MSU, Tim Todd about the economic portion of plan; transportation portion he feels will get done at a minimal cost, and discussion with attorney Tim Butler to help oversee the plan during the process.  Bob felt this would take about 12 months to complete.
Bob requested from the commission to hire Tim Butler to oversee the process. A motion was made by commissioner Kenneth Oakley and seconded by commissioner Brian Futrell to hire Tim Butler to oversee the comprehensive plan process for the planning commission.  All approved, motion passed.

Bob requested from the commission to hire PADD for $3,500 to do all the mapping for the comprehensive plan.  A motion was made by Mike Heffington and seconded by Larry Kemp to hire PADD for the mapping of the comprehensive plan for $3,500.  All approved, motion passed.

Bob requested from the commission authority to work with MSU in negotiating a contract with them to work on our comprehensive plan.  A motion was made by commissioner Kenneth Oakley and seconded by commissioner Brian Futrell to allow Bob Brame to negotiate terms of contract with MSU in relation to our comprehensive plan.  All approved, motion passed.

Bob would like to use and online survey tool called Survey Monkey as part of our process/tool for the comprehensive plan in gaining comments from our community.  A motion was made by commissioner Brian Futrell and seconded by commissioner Tommy Dunn to allow Bob Brame to work on and set up a survey through survey monkey in our efforts with the comprehensive plan.  All approved, motion passed.  The survey will also be put into the Cadiz Record.
