The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Bob Brame
A motion was made by Commissioner Mike Heffington and second by Commissioner Kenneth Oakley to approve minutes from September 24, 2013 meeting minutes.  All approved, motion passed. 
A motion was made by Commissioner Kenneth Oakley and second by Commissioner Brian Futrell to accept financials for October 2013 as presented. All approved, motion passed.
·  Old Business:
· Updated training hour report for both commissioners and board of adjustment members were presented. Commissioners are in compliance.  Board of Adjustment new members are needing to start getting their training hours.
· Comprehensive Plan:

Chairman, Bob Brame discussed further where we were at in regards to the comprehensive plan. We are currently working of mapping.
· School Road Project:  Bob Brame announced that the school has presented their plan for new re-routing road for students on 68/80. The school system does not need our approval but they wanted us to be informed of the plan.
· Cherokee Hills Subdivision:  Bob updated the commissioners that the engineer has additional questions and comments about the subdivision. Bob will not sign any approval until all questions and concerns are addressed and are in compliance with the engineers and they sign off on project.
· Wilcox Lot Division:  (Commissioner, Lucas Chesnut abstained from discussion due to personal interest with project).  A motion was made by Commissioner Mike Heffington and seconded by Commissioner Tommy Dunn to grant approval for division of Wilcox lots from 4 to 3 lots per the plat and approval of a small minor subdivision.  All approved, motion passed.
Public Hearing:  (The Public Hearing was recorded)
Bob Brame, Chairman read a detail notice to public how the public hearing would be conducted and that the meeting would be recorded.
· Craig Fowler – Rezoning Request:  W.E. Rogers III Attorney presented the application for rezoning request of property located on 2377 Main Street, Cadiz, KY 42211 from (R1) to (B2) status.  Mr. Rogers presented a case to the public as to why they were requesting the zoning change in a residential area.  Craig Fowler was questioned by Attorney Rogers in regards to his ownership of the property that is in the application to rezone. Mr. Fowler noted that he had been contacted by various businesses to locate at this property such as medical, financial, government and commercial.  Mr. Fowler currently has property adjacent to this site and also to back of site that he currently owns.  Mr. Fowler stated that jobs would be created with development.  It was address that there was a water issue and Mr. Fowler presented a letter from Mike Oliver with the government that they were in the process of approval for a bore under US 68/80 to help with the drainage issue.  Mr. Rogers also presented property cards of various businesses and houses in the same area with their value.
Attorney Mr. Hal Hopson representing Betty Taylor spoke against the rezoning request and presented his case as well. Ann Taylor was also questioned by Attorney, Mr. Hopson in regards to the residential section in regards to any new changes or developments in the residential district.

After much discussion from both attorneys, public comments from Mike Calhoun, Susan Bryant, Ann Taylor (not in favor of the rezoning change) the commissioners had a group discussion.  A motion was made by Commissioner Jodie P’Pool and seconded by Commissioner Mike Heffington to grant the rezoning of property on 2377 Main Street from R1 – Residential to B2- Commercial Status.  After discussion an amendment to the motion was made by Commissioner Lucas Chesnut and seconded by Commissioner Sharon Butts to amend motion to require a 15ft. wooded tree line buffer on property line to separate the residential from commercial. All commissioners voted in favor of the amendement.
The original motion was voted upon, in favor of the original motion were:  Lucas Chesnut, Sharon Butts, Jodie P’Pool, Mike Heffington – Opposed the motion were:  Larry Kemp, Tommy Dunn & Brian Kenneth Oakley.  Brian Futrell abstained from the vote. Motion passed 4 to 3.  Motion was approved. 
A motion was made by Commissioner Lucas Chesnut to adjourn and second by Commissioner Kenneth Oakley. All approved, meeting was adjourned.
